Holy - Days

Its that time of year - the hustle and bustle of the holiday season:
decorations, food, travel, consumer index r eports, crowded parking
lots, gifts, cards, etc...

We should remember that the word holiday, comes from the root
holy day. The holy days were days set aside to remember God and
to participate with the community in a spiritual celebration. 1Om not
usually one to cry out against the OsecularO cultug, but at times what
we call holidays seem anything but holy. Often they get filled with
anxiety, long to-do lists, and end in exhaustion. How can we corr ect
this?

In some regards, the earliest Christians were anti-holiday. The
apostle Paul notes that those who ar e considered strong in the faith
- see that all days are sacred, not just special occasions. But, Paul
doesn®advocate harsh judgement or a OhumbugO attitude. Rather
he allows each person to celebrate how they see fit- with a few
guidelines. He wrote:

Rom. 14:5 Some judge one day to be better than another, while
others judge all days to be alike. Let all be fully convinced in their
own minds.

Rom. 14:6 Those who observe the day, observe it in honor of the
Lord. Also those who eat, eat in honor of the Lor d, since they give
thanks to God; while those who abstain, abstain in honor of the Lor d
and give thanks to God.

According to Paul, what redeems any day is an honoring of God and
a thankful heart. This is what makes any day holy.

So, make the holiday season, holy in your life. Slow down, give
thanks, pray. Give God the honor with each activity .
